But she could not, for Herod feared 
John, knowing that he was a righteous and holy man, and he kept him 
safe.

Creedal Response:  Westminster Confession of Faith 13:2-3

Sanctification is throughout the whole person, yet imperfect 
in this life, because some remnants of corruption still remain 
in every part of the person, from which a continual and 
irreconcilable war arises, the flesh lusting against the Spirit, 
and the Spirit against the flesh. In this war, although the 
remaining corruption may prevail for a time, yet through the 
continual supply of strength from the sanctifying Spirit of 
Christ, the regenerate part of the person wins, so that the 
saints grow in grace, perfecting holiness in the fear of God.
