Call to Confession:  Romans 6:21-23
But what fruit were you getting at that time from the 
things of which you are now ashamed? For the end 
of those things is death. But now that you have been 
set free from sin and have become slaves of God, 
the fruit you get leads to sanctification and its end, 
eternal life.

Assurance of Pardon:  Romans 7:4-6

Communion

Communion is served with wine and with grape juice. The wine is placed in the two outer circles of the communion 
tray, and the grape juice is placed in the inner circle. There is also gluten-free bread available on each plate.
