Call to Confession:  Romans 1:18-23
For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against 
all ungodliness and unrighteousness of men, who by 
their unrighteousness suppress the truth. For what can 
be known about God is plain to them, because God has 
shown it to them. For his invisible attributes, namely, 
his eternal power and divine nature, have been clearly 
perceived, ever since the creation of the world, in the 
things that have been made.

Communion
City Reformed Church invites all baptized Christians who are willing to forsake their sins and trust Christ alone 
for salvation, and who are members of congregations which proclaim the gospel, to receive Holy Communion with 
us.

Communion will be served by elders to several people at a time at the front of the Church. When you are ready, 
please proceed up using the left aisle. At the ushers’ guidance, you may move forward to receive the elements as a 
group. Please return to your seat using the right aisle.  
Communion is served with wine and with grape juice. The wine is placed in the two outer circles of the communion 
tray, and the grape juice is placed in the inner circle. There is also gluten-free bread available on each plate.
