Who is wise and understanding among you? By his good 
conduct let him show his works in the meekness of 

wisdom. 14But if you have bitter jealousy and selfish ambition in 
your hearts, do not boast and be false to the truth. 15This is not the 
wisdom that comes down from above, but is earthly, unspiritual, 
demonic. 16For where jealousy and selfish ambition exist, there 
will be disorder and every vile practice. 17But the wisdom from 
above is first pure, then peaceable, gentle, open to reason, full of 
mercy and good fruits, impartial and sincere. 18And a harvest of 
righteousness is sown in peace by those who make peace.

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Additional Scripture
Matthew 12:33-37 /  “Either make the tree good and its fruit good, or make the 
tree bad and its fruit bad, for the tree is known by its fruit. You brood of vipers! 
How can you speak good, when you are evil? For out of the abundance of the 
heart the mouth speaks. The good person out of his good treasure brings forth 
good, and the evil person out of his evil treasure brings forth evil. I tell you, 
on the day of judgment people will give account for every careless word they 
speak, for by your words you will be justified, and by your words you will be 
condemned.”

1 Corinthains 1:18-20 /  For the word of the cross is folly to those who are 
perishing, but to us who are being saved it is the power of God. For it is 
written, “I will destroy the wisdom of the wise, and the discernment of the 
discerning I will thwart.” Where is the one who is wise? Where is the scribe?

James 1:21-22 /  Therefore put away all filthiness and rampant wickedness and 
receive with meekness the implanted word, which is able to save your souls.

James 1:26-27 /  If anyone thinks he is religious and does not bridle his tongue 
but deceives his heart, this person’s religion is worthless. Religion that is pure 
and undefiled before God the Father is this: to visit orphans and widows in 
their affliction, and to keep oneself unstained from the world.
