"Adoption out of Slavery" - Reverend Nameun Cho

Now a man from the house of Levi went and took as his 
wife a Levite woman. 2The woman conceived and bore 

a son, and when she saw that he was a fine child, she hid 
him three months. 3When she could hide him no longer, she 
took for him a basket made of bulrushes and daubed it with 
bitumen and pitch. She put the child in it and placed it among 
the reeds by the river bank. 4And his sister stood at a distance 
to know what would be done to him. 5Now the daughter of 
Pharaoh came down to bathe at the river, while her young 
women walked beside the river. She saw the basket among the 
reeds and sent her servant woman, and she took it. 6When she 
opened it, she saw the child, and behold, the baby was crying. 
She took pity on him and said, “This is one of the Hebrews' 
children.” 7Then his sister said to Pharaoh's daughter, “Shall I 
go and call you a nurse from the Hebrew women to nurse the 
child for you?”

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Additional Scripture
Galatians 4:1-7 / I mean that the heir, as long as he is a child, is no different 
from a slave, though he is the owner of everything, but he is under guardians 
and managers until the date set by his father.

But 
when the fullness of time had come, God sent forth his Son, born of woman, 
born under the law, to redeem those who were under the law, so that we might 
receive adoption as sons. And because you are sons, God has sent the Spirit of 
his Son into our hearts, crying, “Abba! Father!” So you are no longer a slave, but 
a son, and if a son, then an heir through God.

In love he predestined us for adoption to 
himself as sons through Jesus Christ, according to the purpose of his will, to 
the praise of his glorious grace, with which he has blessed us in the Beloved.
