their sins and trust Christ alone for salvation, and who are members of congrega-
tions which proclaim the gospel, to receive Holy Communion with us. Parents with
non-communing children are encouraged to bring their children forward during
communion. The elders will lay a hand on their head and briefly pray for them as
they serve you.

Communion will be served by elders to several people at a time at the front of the
church. When you are ready, please proceed up using the left aisle. At the ushers'
guidance, you may move forward to receive the elements as a group. Please return to
your seat using the right aisle.

Communion is served with wine and with grape juice. The wine is placed in the outer
circle of the communion tray, and the grape juice is placed in the inner circle. The
bread is gluten-free.
