"Participants in the Mysterious Work of God's Judgment"

« H ear, O Israel: you are to cross over the Jordan today,

to go in to dispossess nations greater and mightier
than you, cities great and fortified up to heaven, *a people
great and tall, the sons of the Anakim, whom you know, and
of whom you have heard it said, “Who can stand before the
sons of Anak?’ ’Know therefore today that he who goes over
before you as a consuming fire is the LOrRD your God. He will
destroy them and subdue them before you. So you shall drive
them out and make them perish quickly, as the LorD has
promised you.

*“Do not say in your heart, after the LorRD your God has
thrust them out before you, ‘It is because of my righteousness
that the LorD has brought me in to possess this land,’
whereas it is because of the wickedness of these nations that
the LoRD is driving them out before you. °Not because of
your righteousness or the uprightness of your heart are you
going in to possess their land, but because of the wickedness
of these nations the LorD your God is driving them out from
before you, and that he may confirm the word that the Lord
swore to your fathers, to Abraham, to Isaac, and to Jacob.

*“Know, therefore, that the LOrRD your God is not giving you
this good land to possess because of your righteousness, for
you are a stubborn people. 'Remember and do not forget how
you provoked the LOorRD your God to wrath in the wilderness.
From the day you came out of the land of Egypt until you
came to this place, you have been rebellious against the
Lorp. *Even at Horeb you provoked the LorD to wrath, and
the LORD was so angry with you that he was ready to destroy

Communion

City Reformed Church invites all baptized Christians who are willing to forsake their
sins and trust Christ alone for salvation, and who are members of congregations which
proclaim the gospel, to receive Holy Communion with us. Parents with non-communing
children are encouraged to bring their children forward during communion. The elders
will lay a hand on their head and briefly pray for them as they serve you.

Communion is served with wine and with grape juice. The wine is placed in the two
outer circles of the communion tray, and the grape juice is placed in the inner circle.
Because Jesus used wine during the first communion service, we believe using real
wine is beneficial. However, participants are welcome to choose. There is also gluten-
free bread available on each plate.
